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CBSA Declaration Requirements When Importing Goods into Canada

· “Tops”:

· Complete description. i.e.:

· Blouse

· Tank Top

· Camisole

· Sweater
· T-shirt
· Etc.

· If “Top” is the description, a general HS code for “tops” will be used

· If a detailed description for the type of “top” being imported is not available, we always suggest to include a sketch in the document package

· Men’s shirts ( Does the shirt have a “Tailor Collar”.

· “Jackets” ( Always identify if the jacket is a “Blazer” or “Outdoor Jacket”. If the garment is a “Blazer”, it is suggested that the word “Blazer” be used and that the word “Jacket” not appear in the description for this garment.

· “Cotton Trousers or Cotton Skirts or Cotton Dresses” ( Denim or not.

· Size is important.

· 0 to 24 months = infants
· Girls = 2 - 6x / Boys = 2 - 7

· 7/8 and up = adults –> women or men

· (Please note that HS codes could differ depending on the gender and size of the garment.)

· Shoes (
· Use Footwear declaration to outline the composition of the “upper” and “soles” of the shoe.
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· Accessories (
· Jewellery – composition and type of jewellery

· Bags, belts – composition

· Socks, scarves, hats, gloves – see “Garment” section above

· Sunglasses ( If non-prescription then HS code 9004.10.00.00. If prescription, then there are other requirements. Must advise Omnitrans and we will forward to you pertinent information that may allow for duty free entry of the sunglasses.

· NAFTA

· Goods shipped from and made in the USA and/or Mexico, may be eligible for NAFTA. See attached NAFTA and textile declaration

· GPT


· A listing of eligible GPT countries is attached. 

· A Form A or an Exporters Statement of Origin is required (see attached)

· Only certain HS codes are eligible for GPT duty treatment. Usually garments that have a composition of cotton, man-made, or artificial fibres are not eligible for GPT treatment.
· LDCT
